The BEAVER 240 has axle height adjustment to adjust the angle of attack.
Set the axle height at the lowest position before each job and move up
only if the machine repeatedly rises over the material being removed.

Connect machine to suitable power outlet. Only use a power lead suitable
for high current use (preferably 1.5 mmz2 cable), no longer than 20 meters.

If no power is available within the specified distance, have a qualified
person install a suitable power outlet closer to your work.
